SHOW FORMAT – The format for this year’s show is designed for you to display your carvings on your table.  Carvings in competition will be away from your table for only a few minutes and carvings from previous shows may be displayed (NO RIBBONS OR TAGS FROM PREVIOUS SHOWS ARE PERMITTED).  You may sell (your carvings), display or enter your carvings in competition all included with your pre-paid table reservation.  Please plan your table display and required covering to highlight your carvings.  

SHOW FEATURE NEW – We will offer the opportunity for visitors to receive a free carving from the designated table.  At Arkansas show they had a card table sized area where folks could redeem  a “blue ticket” for a carving.  This event was primarily aimed at kids, old folks or really anyone who showed interest.  It was really fun watching the kids try to make their choice.  Members supplied hundreds of small carvings, neatly finished.  Typically, 5 minute owls, chickens, fish, arrow heads, spirit faces, pencils, crosses, stars, Christmas ornaments, etc.  Now is the time to go through your “almost finished” stash and someone happy.  The table was monitored and replenished to maintain a selection.  I hope you will find this rewarding and fun.

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Step 1 Cutthebranch tolength.
Drilla %" (1cm)-diameter by 25" (7cm}-
deep holein the center of one end. The
deeper the hole, the deeper the sound.

Step 20 Measure 5" (1.3cm) in
from the drilled end. Make a cut down
tothe bottom of the hole. Then, make a
cutata 45° angle positioned so the cuts
meetat the bottom of the drilled hole.
Use 320-grit sandpaper to clean up the
angle cutand the hole.

top 2 Cuta%e’ (3mm) dowelto
%" (1.9cm) long. Flatten one side of
the dowel with 120-grit sandpaper. This
will be the whistle's fipple. Insert the
fipple into the hole and blow into the
endtotest the sound. Move it back and
forth, checking the sound each time.
Ifyou don't get a good sound, sand a
little more off the flat side. When you
geta pleasing sound, use wood glue to
fasten the fipple into the hole. Let the
glue dry overnight. Cut off a small slice
to create the mouthpiece. fyou like,
taper the other end to make it easier

to hold.You can also dill a small hole
in the end and thread a leather thong
through it to make a necklace.

Step 4 Outline the area you plan
to carve. Stop-cut on the line and
remove the bark.

Step 5: Drawa centerline, Use a
knife to angle the wood toward the
Tine. That will be the high point for
the nose.

Step 6: Drawlines to indicate

the eye socket area and bottom of
the nose. Make a vertical cut straight
down on the eyeline. Scoop in from
the end of the nose to the eye socket
cutto begin the nose and eye sockets.
Don't make the scoop too narrow.

Step 7: Draw the bulbs of the
nose and the smile lines. Use the
knife to make an angled cut from the
nose back to the smile line. Stop-cut
this area and take out a small triangle.
Repeat for the other side.

tep ©: Drawthe sides of face
and mustache. Carve along the lines
with % (3mm) V-tool. Narrow the
‘temples. Round the mustache and
cut up to it; the mustache should be
higher than the beard.

Step O: Carve the eyes. Use

the knife to carve sl eyes. Use the

%" (3mm) V-tool to carve wrinkles and
eye bags.

Step 10: Carve the hair and beard.
Use a %' (2mm) and the 4" (3mm)

#11 gouges. Carve flowing strands,
making sure they are different lengths
and widths and are not placed in
unnatural parallel lines.

11 Add the details. Carve a
leafy headdress,Santa hat, o other
decorations as desired.

Step 12: Paint the wood spirit
(optionall. Refer to the guide on page
27.Thin acrylic paints with water to
create washes. After the paint dries,
apply several coats of Deft spray satin
finish and allow it to dry.
